4. Cleaning 
Turn off the power to the unit before cleaning. Do not use liquid or aerosol cleaners. Use only a damp cloth on the body of the unit. If liquid invades the surface of the unit, internal damage may occur.

	Using the buttons on the unit


	BUTTON
	DESCRIPTION

	TALK
	Press TALK and release to start conversation and press TALK and release to end conversation.

	DOOR OPEN
	Press DOOR OPEN to unlock door during conversation.

	DOOR CAMERA
	Press DOOR CAMERA to view and monitor the entrance. Press TALK to turn the DOOR CAMERA off.  

	GUARD /C. GATE
	To receive a call from Guard Office Interphone / Main Gate Interphone or make a call to Guard Office Interphone / Main Gate Interphone, press GUARD/C.GATE.

	MENU
	To display the On-Screen-Display (OSD) menu and to make changes in the OSD menu, press MENU.

	PLAY/STOP

	Communication Function


You can talk with an outside visitor at the Door Camera / Common Gate Interphone, and security staff of guard office on the speakerphone.  Press ▲/▼ to adjust volume during conversation
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Talking with a visitor at the Door Camera
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The unit sounds a Melody (two times) and the indicator light of the Door Camera flashes after a visitor presses the Door Camera button.  The Visitor image will appear and the words, DOOR PHONE will be displayed on the screen. 

1. Press the TALK Button and release to start conversation

If more than 90 seconds elapse after you press TALK, the images on the screen will disappear. 

2. Press the TALK Button and release to end conversation.
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To unlock the door during conversation, press the DOOR OPEN button.

The images on the screen disappear when the DOOR OPEN button is pressed.
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Talking with a visitor on the Common Gate Interphone 

This feature is available if the Common Gate Interphone is installed at the main gate. 

The unit sounds a Melody and the indicator light of GUARD/C. GATE flashes after a visitor presses the button on the Common Gate Interphone. The Visitor Image and the words LOBBY PHONE will appear on the screen
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1. Press the TALK Button and release to start conversation.
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If more than 30 seconds elapse after you press button, the images will disappear.

2. Press the TALK Button and release to end conversation
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To unlock the main entrance/common gate during conversation, press DOOR OPEN.

The images disappear after the DOOR OPEN button is pressed. 
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Talking with the guard office on the Interphone 

This feature is available if the Common Gate Interphone is installed at the main gate.

The Security Guard can call your unit.
The unit sounds a Melody and indicator light of GUARD/C. GATE flashes when a security staff calls your unit. 

1. Press the TALK Button and release to start conversation.
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2. Press the TALK Button and release to end conversation.
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To call the Guard Office from your unit:

1. Press GUARD / C. GATE Button and release to start conversation.  
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This unit sounds beeping and Indicator light of GUARD / C.GATE lights when you press GUARD/C. GATE.

2. Press the TALK Button and release to end conversation.




Using the 700 Unit as a telephone (receiving only). 

This feature is available if you connect the unit to the telephone line of your home.

When you receive a call, the unit sounds a Melody and the TALK indicator light flashes. 

1. Press the TALK Button and release to start conversation.


2. Press the TALK Button and release to end conversation.



Receiving Simultaneous Calls

If you receive calls simultaneously from the Common Gate Interphone, the Guard Office

Interphone, the Door Camera and an outside telephone, the calls will be processed in the

following priority sequence: Common Gate Interphone, Guard Office Interphone, Door

Camera and home telephone. Or you can choose which call you want to receive by pressing appropriate button on the unit.

	Monitoring Function


To view the image through the DOOR CAMERA 

1. Press the DOOR CAMERA Button and release to turn the screen on.

2. Check the view on the screen.  
3. Press the TALK Button and release to turn the screen off.

	Emergency Alarm Function


If your unit is connected to monitor Fire, Gas Leakage, Magnetic Door Entry Contact, Motion

or Heat the emergency alarm will sound in the home to indicate an alarm issue.  

If you are also connected to the Guard Office, the unit will notify the security guard, (via the Guard Office Interphone) and indicate the alarm issue. 


 Absence Mode

All sensors will be monitored when the Absence Mode is activated. If an emergency occurs, this unit will sound the alarm and notify the Guard Office Interphone. (Alarm will last 15 minutes unless you manually end the Absence Mode)

To start the Absence Mode

1. Press the ABSENCE Button and release.

ENTER PASSWORD and the menu will appear. 



2. Enter your PIN Number (1-8 digits).

Note: The default PIN Number(factory setting) is “0000”. 

     To change the PIN Number, refer to page 24.

After you hear the narration “Security Armed,” the indicator light of ABSENCE, SECURITY LEVEL 1 and SECURITY LEVEL 2 will flash.

If you do not hear the narration “Security Armed,” check to be sure that all monitored doors are closed. If there are open doors, you will hear the message “Please confirm if door is closed.” Unable to arm security.”   

After the Absence Mode is successfully activated, you will have 90 seconds to exit.

To adjust the alarm delay time for exit, refer to page 24. 

3. Press the MENU Button to set the Absence Mode.     



To end the Absence Mode

Note: The unit will give a warning signal for 90 seconds after you re-enter the house.       

The alarm will sound unless you disarm the Absence Mode within 90 seconds

. 
To adjust the alarm delay time for entry, refer to page 25.

1. Press the ABSENCE Button and release.



2. Enter your PIN Number and press the MENU Button.


Security Mode

Use the Security Mode to monitor for intrusion while you are inside the home. If intrusion is detected, the unit will sound an alarm. 

If you are connected to the Guard Station, the Guard Station will be notified via the Guard Office Interphone.

To start Security Mode

1. Press the SECURITY Button and release.

ENTER PASSWORD and the menu will appear.



2. Enter your PIN Number (1-8 digits).

After the narration “Security mode activated,” the indicator light of SECURITY LEVEL 1 will flash.

If a door is open, you will hear the message “Please confirm if door is closed.” The System will not arm if a monitored door is open.     

3. Press MENU to set the Security Mode. 
To end Security Mode

The alarm will sound if a door opening is detected. 

1. To disarm the Security Mode, Press the SECURITY Button and release.



2. Enter your PIN Number and press the MENU Button.

Fire / Gas Alarm

This unit will monitor fire and gas leakage at all times.  If a fire or gas leakage is detected, the alarm will sound and this unit will notify the Guard Station via the Guard Office Interphone. Fire and gas sensors should be inspected regularly.  

To pause the Fire / Gas Alarm after alarm sounds:

1. Press RESTORE to pause alarm.



2. To return to normal status, press RESTORE again.




EMERGENCY Button on the unit and EMERGENCY Switch on the wall

To alert people within the home and guard office, press EMERGENCY on the unit or EMERGENCY Switch (option).

1.  Press the EMERGENCY Button on the unit or EMERGENCY Switch on the wall until alarm sounds (at least 2 seconds).






2. To pause alarm, press EMERGENCY Button on the unit until Enter Password menu appears on the screen. 



3. Enter your PIN Number and press the MENU Button.


Auto Dialing when alarm is triggered.  
You can program 3 different phone numbers into the unit that will be called automatically if the alarm is triggered.   
When the alarm rings, the unit will dial (9 times) to each of the 3 phone numbers in

sequence until one of the phones is answered. 
To pause Auto Dialing

1. Press the RESTORE Button (when the alarm is caused by fire / gas). 

  Press the ABSENCE / SECURITY Button (when the alarm occurs during the Absence mode or the Security mode).

2. Enter your PIN Number and press the MENU Button.

Auto Dialing may not work subject to your telephone lines, devices.

	Image Recording (Option) 


Visitor Image Recording will record up to 32 pictures.  Once 32 pictures are recorded, the unit will overwrite the previously recorded pictures in order to continue recording new images.       

1. Press the REC/DEL Button to record visitor image during conversation.


RECORD appears on screen

During the Absence Mode, visitor images are automatically recorded. 

2. To see the recorded visitor images after recording, press

  the PLAY/STOP Button.

3. To view the recorded images, press ▲ or▼ to scroll forward or back. 
4.  To delete all recorded images, press the REC/DEL Button and hold it down until ALL DELETE appears on the screen.


	Adjustments Using the On Screen Menu


The following settings can be adjusted by using the On Screen Menu.

Setting the CLOCK Mode

Using the On Screen Menu, you can adjust the Date and Time on the unit.

To adjust the Date

1. Press the MENU Button.

[HAC-700H MENU] will appear on the screen



2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select CLOCK and press the MENU Button.

CLOCK MODE will appear on the screen.





3. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll the options and select “DATE” and press the MENU Button.

 



4. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select the item you want to adjust 

  – i.e. Year, Month or Day - and press the MENU Button.  
After pressing MENU, the item you select will be displayed in red.

5. Press ▲ or▼ to adjust each number in date and press the MENU Button to set each item.
6. Select PREVIOUS and press the MENU Button to return to the previous screen.

If more that 10 seconds passes without activity, the ON Screen Menu will close.   
To adjust the Time
1. Press the MENU Button.

2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select CLOCK and press the MENU Button.

3. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select “TIME.”


4. Press ▲ or▼ to move the cursor to AM, PM, Hour or Minute item that you want to adjust

After pressing the MENU Button, AM, PM, Hour or Minute you selected will be displayed in red.  
5. Press ▲ or▼ to adjust each item in the time and press the MENU Button to set each item.

6. Select PREVIOUS and press the MENU Button to return to the previous screen.

If more that 10 seconds passes without activity, the ON Screen Menu will close.   

Setting the VOLUME Mode

Use the On Screen Menu to adjust the Volume.

1. Press the MENU Button.

[HAC-700H MENU] will appear on the screen




2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select VOLUME and press the MENU Button.

The VOLUME MODE menu will appear on the screen.

Setting the PICTURE Mode

Using the On Screen Menu, you can adjust brightness, contrast, color, and tint of the LCD screen.

1. Press the MENU Button.

[HAC-700H MENU] will appear on the screen.



2. Press ▲ or▼to scroll, select PICTURE and press the MENU Button.

The PICTURE MODE menu will appear on the screen.





3. Select the item you want to adjust and press the MENU Button. 

For example :

(1) To adjust Brightness, select Brightness and press the MENU Button.
After pressing the MENU Button, the item you select will be displayed in red.

4. Press ▲ or▼ to adjust the value of Brightness and press the MENU Button. 
5.To adjust other items, repeat steps 3 and 4.

6. Select PREVIOUS and press the MENU Button to return to the previous screen.

If more that 10 seconds passes without activity on the screen, the ON Screen Menu will close.   

Setting the SYSTEM MODE
To adjust the Security setting on the SYSTEM Mode, your PIN number is required.  

Note: The default PIN Number (factory setting) is “0000.”

Changing your PIN Number  

Changing the Alarm Delay Time for the ABSENCE Mode. 

1. Press the MENU Button.

[HAC-700H MENU] appears on the screen



2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select SYSTEM and press the MENU Button.

SYSTEM MODE will appear on the screen.





3. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select Security and press the MENU Button.

The ENTER PASSWORD screen will appear.



Enter your PIN Number, using the buttons on the unit to enter numbers as illustrated below.

Note: Your PIN Number can be 1- 8 digits.  

The default password set on the system by the manufacturer is “0000.”  
3. Enter your PIN Number and press the MENU Button.

SECURITY Set-up Mode will appear on the screen.

To change your PIN Number

-Select Password and press the MENU Button.

-Enter new PIN Number and press the MENU Button.

Note : If you press the MENU Button before setting the new PIN Number the previous PIN Number will be deleted and the unit will operate without a PIN Number.  

To adjust Alarm Delay Time for exit 

   To give you time to exit after setting the Absence Mode

-Select Exit Alarm Delay Time and press the MENU Button.     
-Adjust new Exit Alarm Delay Time and press the MENU Button.

Note: Exit Alarm Delay Time is set at 90 seconds and can be set in 10 second intervals  up to 10 minutes.

To adjust Alarm Delay Time for entry
    The time you have to turn off the Absence Mode after re-entering

- Select Entry Alarm Delay Time and press the MENU Button.
- Adjust new Entry Alarm Delay Time and press the MENU Button.

Note: Alarm Delay Time is set at 90 seconds and can be set in 10 second intervals up to 10 minutes.  

To return to the previous screen 

Select PREVIOUS on the screen and press the MENU button.  If more than 10 seconds elapses without activity on the On Screen Menu, the screen will close.   
Setting up Auto Dialing

If you connect the unit to your telephone line, you can program 3 different phone numbers into this unit.  The unit will not dial unless you program the home phone number and at least one other phone number.

1. Press the MENU Button.

[HAC-700H MENU] will appear on the screen.



2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select SYSTEM and press the MENU Button.

SYSTEM MENU will appear on the screen.




2. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll, select Auto Dialing and press the MENU Button.

ALARM TEL NO. MODE will appear on the screen.




3. Press ▲ or▼ to scroll and select the TEL NO. you want to program.

To input your Telephone number, use the buttons on the unit as illustrated below.

Note : You must enter your home telephone number by selecting “My Home TEL NO” from the screen menu.  When an alarm call is made it gives the home phone number as part of the alarm call.  

4. After Programming each TEL. NO. press the MENU Button.

To return to the previous screen 

Select PREVIOUS on the screen and press the MENU button on the unit. If 10 seconds elapses with no activity on the On Screen Menu, it will close.  
	Troubleshooting

 to three other numbers. (Refer to page 25)
Exit or Entry Alarm Delay Time on Absence Mode is too short

- Adjust Alarm Delay Time in the SECURITY. (Refer to page 24)
Telephone function does not work

- The unit must be connected to the telephone line and the power must

  be on.
